Junior membership may be held by anyone under 18 years of age for the sole purpose of affording access to 
club discounts unless otherwise excepted by the Board of Directors.  A junior member joining the Onondaga 
Ski Club must be sponsored by a parent, grandparent or legal guardian who is a Club member.
